Foundation in which the Griffin Theatre Co gave the 
whole of the eveningÕs takings to our Foundation. We 
appreciate this greatly not only for the money, but 
also for the wonderful way David Berthold and 
Alison Lydiard (GriffinÕs Manager) and the Griffin 
Staff  so willingly and efficiently managed the event. 
A further very nice gesture from Griffin Theatre Co 

was at the launching of their 2006 season at the SBW 
Stables Theatre on the 9th November. 
In their brochure and in David BertholdÕs speech 

was highlighted the fact that next year 2006 was the 
anniversary of the founding of the SBW Foundation 
which was started to give the Griffin Co a home, at 
the Stables Theatre rent free (less outgoings) to 
produce Australian plays.

been able to help over the years many Australian 
Performing Arts organisations and individuals. Many 
of them like the Griffin and including NIDA, The 
Australian Elizabethan Theatre Trust, The Ensemble 
Theatre and the Bell Shakespeare Co, David Wenham 
and many others have reciprocated in some very 
meaningful and wonderful way. I think the 
Performing Arts have somehow greatly benefited  by 

 
 this reciprocal goodwill and it gives us a great 

incentive to continue our work.

Some ‘Friends’ in the past have questioned the 

discrepancy of the price shown on the tickets for 
some functions to the price we actually charge.

cases 4% credit card fees. We aim to make 10% 

for the Foundation on each function but we 
seldom do, and at the same time ‘SBW Friends’
